For those customers who prefer to purchase Avenues separately, retail copies will still be available at various outlets throughout the city and we will maintain a proportion of our high-end drop-off points, such as top hotels, first class airport lounges, cafes, doctors, and dentists etc, offering many reader touch-points across the city. 

The increased circulation, and anticipated growth in readership, will further cement Avenues as the Christchurch magazine. With no change to the rate card this year, we will deliver a great deal more bang for your buck.
As a valued advertiser, this means we will honour all contracted rates while delivering a substantially larger audience (conservatively estimated at 90,000) with no additional cost passed on to you. The content of the magazine remains unchanged; the feedback and readership lift have indicated that we are clearly on the right track. 

Further good news is that the publication size will remain the same so you will not incur any additional creative charges. We are introducing a slight format change. The paper stock remains the same, however, we are making the cover slightly lighter so that it inserts well into The Press (retail copies will offer a heavier cover.) The magazine will also be bound differently, again to improve the insertion process. I believe this is a minor trade-off when weighing up the massive increase in circulation.

Avenues will still be the only glossy magazine of its kind in Christchurch delivering an entertaining, intelligent and engaging read about Christchurch life. From September we will take Avenues to the next level, you will reach substantially more readers, still in glorious gloss for no additional charge.
